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A case of bilateral primary orbital MALT (mucosa-associated lymphoid tissue) lymphoma
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MALT lymphoma is a distinctive type of lymphoma that usually arises in association with mucosa or other
epithelial structures and has an indolent clinical course. This lymphoma arises from a wide variety of
extranodal sites, most frequently from the gastrointestinal tract, but orbital lesion is rare. We report a case
of bilateral primary orbital MALT lymphoma in a 39-year-old woman. She presented with mass of nght
eve and itching sensation of both eyes, which had developed 5 years ago. The orbiral CT revealed low
density lesions of anterior aspect in both eyeball and the lesion of right superior aspect was prominent. On
MRI, the lesions were low signal intensity in T1 weighted image, iso—signal intensity in T2 weighted
image, and diffuse mild enhancement in contrast enchancing image. The bicpsy specimens obtained both

eves showed diffuse small B cell lymphoma (MALT type). She will be treated with radiation therapy.
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
